ADMISSION REQUIREMENTS
Admission is open to all applicants who meet the entrance requirements regardless of age, sex,
religion and ethnic background.
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AN APPLICANT MUST

* be at least 17 years old;

» have completed high school or have a GED equivalent;

* have a valid social security number;

* pass the entrance examination and interview given by the School,

* not have any physical or emotional impairment that could restrict performance in the clinical
activities and hinder the attainment of objectives.

AWARD FOR COMPLETION
Upon successful completion of the Program, a Diploma will be granted.

The graduate will be eligible to take the National Council Licensure Examination for Practical Nurses
(NCLEX-PN®). A passing score in the NCLEX-PN® grants eligibility to apply for vocational nurse
licensing with the California Board of Vocational Nursing and Psychiatric Technicians (BVNPT). A
license is required to practice as an LVN in California.
